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Wind turbine: (future project) hand-made turbine to be connected to the trailer 
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Solar panels: (future project) donated or made by hand

Recycled materials
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Everything is made from either waste or donated materials. If anything is needed on location (materials for temporary seating areas/shelters etc) it is sourced locally.

Food Producing and Sourcing

Energy Café experiments with food self-sufficiency, wild food and looks at issues of food production in the local area. 

Roof garden: (future project) to create a living, edible roof on the trailer
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On-site allotment: quick growing salads etc can be grown in raised beds on site
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Sprouting: can be produced on-site in a few days

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Brewing & preserving: home-made wines, beers, teas, cordials, jams and pickles.

Energy Café is an experimental project, perhaps an idealistic or utopian vision in the making… at the heart of Energy Café is food;  cooking and eating together. we  imagine  potential – of it becoming a self sufficient model that enables collective activity and common ground to gradually form. We dream of it becoming  a practical resource for people to use, to hire out, to initiate events and share ideas. Under construction, unfinished, always evolving…..?

During the pilot phase of Energy café at Gunpowder park, a series of informal workshops took place as part of a programme called Energy College ‘ charge your knowledge’ This included: How to build a Bike Power Generator with Magnificent Revolution, Kids take over for half term with Andy Bisgrove , solar powered hot water system with David Herbert,, wild food  foraging Energy café crew, design with labour – project with students from RCA.  

Every 21st of each month Energy Café hosted cook ups to mark the changing season - that culminated in a 24 hour Spring Banquet with live bands, kids procession, and special guest cooks. Occupying this small plot of public parkland for the duration of six months attracted
